We’ve been too scared for too long to
ask why original printer cartridges cost so much, and
this review has confirmed what we have been saying.
By using Cartridge World refilled or remanufactured
printer cartridges, consumers can be confident of the
quality and are not paying a premium.

“With more than 47 million printer cartridges being
sent to landfill each yearin the UK alone, there is also
a powerful environmental argument for refilling or
remanufacturing cartridges.”

TrustedReviews spent a year testing the quality and
fade resistance of photographs printed using original
manufacturer and third-party ink suppliers. Mr
Williams, its printer expert, employed a panel of
regular print users, to grade photographs printed on a
range of printers, using a variety of photo papers, and
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printed with original manufacturer and third-party inks.
The review was conducted in three stages. The
quality of the initial print was assessed, and further
tests to monitor fade resistance were taken after
three and 12 months.

When the quality of the initial photographs was
reviewed, Cartridge World earned the highest
scores with three out of four printers. Mr Williams
concluded that most printed photographs are
stored in such a way that they are unlikely to fade,
eitherin an album or box, or framed behind glass
and hung on an internal wall. Therefore he advised
consumers to ensure their initial print is of the
highest quality.

Mr Williams wrote in his review: “Of the third-party
inks, Cartridge World did considerably better than
any of the other brands.”

For consumers who frame prints or put them in an
album he added: “The only thing you need to be
concerned by is the image quality of the prints
themselves as judged by our viewing panel.”

Highlights of the findings were:

e Oftheinitial photographs, third-party ink and
paper combinations won more top scores for
print quality than those produced with
own-brand inks and papers.

¢ Intheinitial scoring of photograph quality,
Cartridge World earned higher scores than the
printer manufacturer’s inks in the Canon, Epson
and HP printers.

e After three months unprotected by glass and
exposed to ultra-violet and ozone, photographs
using Cartridge World inks in Canon and HP
printers resisted fade as well as the
manufacturer’s original.

e After 12 months unprotected and exposed to
ultra-violet and ozone, Cartridge World inks in
the HP printer resisted fade better than the
manufacturer’s original.
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
